What does this service provide?  

Library staff members will attend a community-wide event such as the Holiday Parade, Roundup Parade, 
Candy Crawl, the Crook County Fair, or Relay for Life to provide information or an activity for 
attendees and promote the library, especially to non-library users. 

How m any staff are assigned to this outreach service? What is the minimum number of 
staff required to provide this service?  

1-2 staff members are assigned per event, depending on the event. 1 person per event is the minimum, 
although larger events might require multiple staff members. 

How many hours is the program available?  

The library provided approximately 12 hours of outreach at community events in fy2014/15, including 
the in-library Candy Crawl on October 31, 2014. 

How much does it cost the library to opera te this service?  

The cost varies depending on the number and scope of community events attended. If the library were 
to participate in two parades, the Candy Crawl, Relay for Life, and a County Fair Visit each year, it 
would cost $413 for 14 hours of staff time ($29.50 per staff member per hour) and at least $350 for 
prizes and promotional activities.

Use & Engagement 
What is the usage?  

Usage varies greatly depending on the type of event. At some events, the library staff member(s) may 
interact with hundreds of community members. At others, they interact with a dozen. 

What proportion of the population uses the program?  

Usage varies depending on the type of event. With the exception of events such as the Holiday Parade, 
less than 1% of the total county population attends each outreach event.

What does th is service provide?  

Preschool teachers and childcare providers can sign up to receive a crate of 32 picture books once a 
month to supplement their existing classroom library. A NeighborImpact Childcare Resources (CCR) 
volunteer delivers the book boxes to the preschools and childcare centers on behalf of the library. CCR 
staff members handle program registration on behalf of the library. 

How many staff are assigned to this outreach service? What is the minimum number of 
staff required to provide this service ? 

One staff member is currently assigned to this service. Because the library has partnered with CCR to 
provide this service, the amount of staff time required to provide this service is under 1 hour per 
month. 

How many hours is the program available?  

The book boxes are available to the preschool classrooms and childcare centers during their regular 
business hours, approximately 10-40+ hours per week. 

How much does it cost the library to operate this service?  

The book boxes were funded by a grant several years ago, so there was no start-up cost for the service. 
Replacing lost/damaged books or broken crates will cost approximately $50 per year.

We measure the impact of this program based on the number of book boxes in circulation. Currently, 2 
of the 12 boxes (17%) are in use. Our definition of success is having at least 8 of the 12 boxes (75%) in 
use.
